These symbols are all representations of the uniqueness of the Holy Trinity. The three arcs of the Celtic Knot symbolize the three per-

sons of the Trinity. Yet, the line with which it is formed is one, interconnected whole, just as the Godhead is one. The Celtic Knot with the inter-

laced circle symbolizes is another representation of the same idea. The Shield of the Trinity shows the relationship between the persons of the 

Trinity: each person is unique (“is not” the other person) yet all three together are God.  

 Truly understanding how God is three persons and yet only one God is something we cannot wrap our heads around. In many ways, it defies logic 

and rational thought. Yet, it is what we confess. We confess these things because God’s Word reveals to us this great mystery about himself.
